the next three years,” he said.

The studio
will produce both
shows, and com-
mercials for
advertisers.

The channel
makes money
through advertis-
ing sales and by
referring viewers
to its sister Web
sites, which sell
items such as
tarot cards,
herbal remedies, acupuncture
and books.

The channel is funded by
investors who’ve put in
between a few hundred and
several hundred thousand dol-
lars each, Schnitzer said.
